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Observation on the effect of integrated nursing
management of Chinese and Western medicine into
emergency nursing work

Abstract: Objective: To study the effect of integrating traditional Chinese and western medicine nursing management into
emergency nursing work. Methods: A total of 96 patients treated in the emergency department of the hospital from June 2021
to June 2022 were selected as the study objects and divided into control group and observation group, with 48 cases in each
group. The control group adopted conventional management, and the observation group adopted the nursing management
mode of integrated Chinese and Western medicine on the basis of conventional management, and compared the nursing
management quality scores of the two groups of patients, the quality scores of traditional Chinese medicine characteristic
nursing work, the results of emergency treatment of patients, the incidence of adverse events in the nurse-patient relationship,
and the nursing satisfaction scores of patients. Results: The quality score of nursing management in observation group was
higher than that in control group. The quality score of TCM characteristic nursing work in observation group was higher
than that in control group. The results of emergency treatment in the observation group were better than those in the control
group. The incidence of nurse-patient adverse events in the observation group was lower than that in the control group. The
satisfaction scores of patients in observation group were higher than those in control group (all P < 0.05). Conclusion: The
integration of traditional Chinese and western medicine nursing management into emergency nursing work can effectively
improve the quality of emergency department nursing work and the quality of traditional Chinese medicine nursing work,
improve the outcome of emergency patients' conditions, improve the relationship between nurses and patients, and increase
patients' satisfaction score on nursing work.
